LIVING GOD’S COMMANDS

The first reading forms part of Moses’ farewell discourse, a
call to the people to return to God. It is not a legalistic
summons; rather, it is an appeal to heart and soul. It outlines a
command that is not impossible to follow, or too difficult to
undertake, or too expensive. Look into your hearts, says
Moses; there you will find what to do.

Paul sees Jesus Christ as the image of God, the agent of
creation and preservation. We sense, in his words, things
profound: “dominions or principalities or powers.” But in the
midst of that, Paul keeps his attention on Jesus Christ, head of
the Church. It is in Christ that we find fullness and
reconciliation—in the blood of the cross.

Luke’s Gospel illustrates the double commandment of love
with the story of the Good Samaritan. The story is a radical
one for it comes to focus on the question, Who is my
“neighbor”? That neighbor is not identified with any group,
but rather by the scope of our compassion.

VIVIR LOS MANDAMIENTOS DE DIOS

La primera lectura forma parte del discurso de despedida de
Moisés, un llamado al pueblo a volver a Dios. No es un
mandato legalista sino mds bien un ruego al corazén y al
alma. Esboza un mandamiento que no es imposible seguir ni
muy dificil de cumplir, ni muy costoso. Miren en sus corazén,
dice Moisés; y sabrdn que hacer.

Pablo ve a Jesucristo como la imagen de Dios, el agente de la
creacién y de la preservacion. Detectamos, en sus palabras,
cosas profundas: “gobiernos, autoridades, poderes y fuerzas
sobrenaturales”. Pero en medio de todo esto, Pablo mantiene
su atencion en Jesucristo, cabeza de la Iglesia. Es en Cristo
que encontramos satisfaccién y reconciliacién —por su sangre
derramada en la cruz.

El Evangelio de Lucas ilustra el doble mandamiento del amor
con la historia del Buen Samaritano. La historia es radical
porque enfoca la pregunta ;(Quién es mi “préjimo”? Ese
préjimo no se identifica con ningin grupo sino més bien por
el alcance de nuestra compasion.

VIVERE I COMANDAMENTI DI DIO

La prima lettura ¢ parte del discorso di addio di Mose
chiamato la gente a ritornare a Dio. Non ¢ un mandato
giuridico, ma piuttosto un appello al cuore e I'anima. Essa
delinea un comando che ¢ impossibile da seguire e molto
difficile da raggiungere, non troppo costoso. Guarda nel tuo
cuore, dice Mose, € sanno cosa fare.
Paolo vede Gesu Cristo come immagine di Dio, I'agente della
creazione e conservazione. Rileva, nelle sue parole, le cose in
profondita, "I governi, le autorita, i poteri e forze
soprannaturali." Ma in mezzo a tutto questo, Paolo mantiene
la sua attenzione su Geslu Cristo, capo della Chiesa. E in
Cristo che troviamo la soddisfazione e la riconciliazione,
attraverso il Suo sangue Sparso sullacroce.
I Vangelo di Luca illustra il duplice comandamento
dell'amore con la storia del Buon Samaritano. La storia ¢
radicale perché si concentra sulla domanda "Chi ¢ il mio"
prossimo "? Questo prossimo non si identifica con alcun
gruppo, ma dal campo di applicazione della nostra
compassione.
