THE PRICE OF FREEDOM

Today’s readings promise that if we could escape from the
shackles of our attachments we would be happier, freer, more
peaceful. Luke’s Gospel begins, “When the days for Jesus’ being
taken up were fulfilled, he resolutely determined to journey to
Jerusalem.” Aware of the opposition and danger awaiting him, Jesus
went forward. Naturally, brave people volunteered to join him. But
Jesus cautioned them. Could they give up their attachments to home
and possessions, friends and family, conventional responsibilities?
A tough challenge, but not unprecedented. Centuries before, Elijah
had criticized Elisha for wanting time just to kiss his parents good-
bye before following Elijah. Just where would such a path take
Elisha? Or Jesus’s followers? Or us? Paul tells us, “For freedom
Christ set us free; so stand firm and do not submit again to the yoke
of slavery.” The outcome is freedom, but if the requirements don’t
give us pause, then maybe we’re not paying close enough attention.

EL PRECIO DE LA LIBERTAD

Las lecturas de hoy nos aseguran que si somos capaces de
escapar de nuestras ataduras seremos mds felices, mds libres y
tendremos mds paz. El Evangelio de Lucas comienza diciendo
“Cuando ya se acercaba el tiempo en que tenfa que salir de este
mundo, Jesuds tom6 la firme determinacién de emprender el viaje a
Jerusalén”. Consciente de la resistencia y el peligro que le
esperaban, Jesds siguié adelante. Naturalmente, unos valientes se
brindaron a acompafiarlo. Pero Jesus les advirtio. ;Serfan capaces de
romper sus ataduras con sus casas, posesiones, amigos y familias, de
abandonar sus responsabilidades normales? Un duro reto, pero no
sin precedentes. Siglos antes, Elias critic6 a Eliseo por pedirle
tiempo para ir a despedirse de sus padres antes de seguir a Elfas. ;A
dénde llevaria a Eliseo ese camino? ;O a los seguidores de Jesus?
(O a nosotros? Nos dice Pablo: “Cristo nos ha liberado para que
seamos libres. Conserven, pues, la libertad y no se sometan de
nuevo al yugo de la esclavitud”. El resultado es la libertad, pero si
los requerimientos no nos dan pausa, entonces es que tal vez no
estamos prestando suficiente atencion.

IL PREZZO DELLA LIBERTA

Le letture di oggi ci indicano che se possiamo sfuggire alla
nostre affezioni saremo piu felici, piu liberi e avremo la pace. Il
Vangelo di Luca si apre dicendo: "Quando si avvicinava il momento
di lasciare questo mondo, prese la ferma decisione di mettersi in
cammino verso Gerusalemme”. Consapevole della resistenza e il
pericolo che si avvicinava, Gesu ha continuato avanti. Naturalmente,
alcuni coraggiosi si sono offerti ad accompagnarlo. Ma Gesu ha
avvertito loro. Sareste in grado di rompere i legami con le vostre
case, beni, amici e famiglie, ad abbandonare le vostre responsabilita
normali? Una sfida difficile, ma non senza precedenti. Secoli prima,
Elia aveva criticato Eliseo quando chiese un tempo per andare a
dire ’addio ai suoi genitori prima di seguire ad Elia. Dove lo
porterebbe questa strada a Eliseo? Oppure ai seguaci di Gesu? O noi
stessi? Paolo ci dice: "Cristo ci ha liberati per essere liberi. State
dunque saldi e non lasciatevi imporre di nuovo il giogo della
schiavitu". Il risultato ¢ la liberta, ma se i requisiti non ci danno una
pausa, allora forse non abbiamo fatto molta attenzione.
