THE INEXPRESSIBLE MYSTERY
 The God of the universe is mysterious. Science has not
been able to solve the mystery of how the universe came into
being or explain exactly what continues to give it creative energy
and masterful design. No religion asserts that it has found words
to name fully the ineffable mystery of God, for no matter what
name we use, God always transcends our limited ability to
understand. God is a mystery to be believed, not known. And yet,
we Christians believe that our name for God best expresses that
inexpressible mystery: God is the Most Holy Trinity of three
persons united in a communion of love, pouring forth that
creative, saving, sanctifying love into the world. Today’s
scriptures celebrate the mystery of the Trinity and give us clues
for living that mystery in our lives.  
 
MISTERIO INEXPRESABLE 
 El Dios del universo es misterioso. La ciencia no ha
podido resolver el misterio de cómo el universo surgió ni explicar
exactamente qué es lo que continúa dándole energía creadora y
diseño magistral. Ninguna religión afirma que ha encontrado las
palabras para nombrar plenamente el misterio inefable de Dios,
ya que no importa qué nombre usemos, Dios siempre transciende
nuestra limitada capacidad de comprensión.

Y sin embargo, nosotros los
cristianos creemos que el nombre que usamos para Dios es el que
mejor expresa ese misterio inexpresable: Dios es la Santísima
Trinidad de tres personas unidas en una comunión de amor, que
se vierte en amor creador, salvador y santificador sobre el mundo.
Las lecturas de hoy celebran el misterio de la Trinidad y nos dan
las claves para vivir ese misterio en nuestras vidas. 
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COMMENTO ALLE LETTURE 
Oggi la liturgia ci invita a contemplare il mistero della SS. 
Trinità. Mistero inaccessibile perché mistero stesso di Dio, 
eppure presenza, sia pure misteriosa, nella storia degli uomini, 
nella mia e nella tua storia. Dio si rivela come comunione 
perfetta di 3 persone che, come nell’icona di Andrej Rublev, pur 
contemplandosi in estasi divina lasciano tuttavia un posto libero 
per te, per me, per ogni uomo che con umiltà si avvicina al 
mistero. 
  E’ quello che accade a Mosè che sale di buon mattino sul monte 
per andare a pregare il suo Dio. E il Signore non si fa attendere, 
esce dalla nube e si rivela come Dio misericordioso, paziente, 
magnanimo, fedele, ricco di grazia, pronto al perdono di un 
popolo di dura cervice che continuamente mette in discussione il 
suo patto con Dio.  
E così noi, sempre pronti a mettere in discussione la nostra fede 
nei fatti. Viviamo come se Dio non ci fosse, come se fosse troppo 
lontano per interessarsi a noi e per essere per noi interessante. 
Eppure il Signore non si stanca oggi con me e con te come allora 
con il popolo di Israele, non si stanca di rivelarsi nella nostra vita 
e nella storia. Ecco perché San Paolo ci incoraggia, siate lieti, sì, 
nonostante tutto, siate lieti, fatevi coraggio, se non potete essere 
perfetti almeno tendete alla perfezione e il Dio dell’amore e della 
pace sarà con voi, in voi. Padre, Figlio e Spirito, Amante, Amato 
e Amore.
